Meet four future-minded Niagara 
crafters who are firmly focused on 
sustainable winemaking. 
Across Niagara, winemakers work tirelessly to produce wines that 
perfectly reflect the premium quality of this remarkable region. One 
of the most important tools at their disposal is the use of sustainable 
winemaking practices. Sustainable winemaking allows wineries,  
like the four highlighted here, to make great wines today while also 
ensuring that Niagara will be producing dynamic, authentic wines 
for decades to come.
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Southbrook Vineyards
Southbrook was granted certified- 
organic status under the Canadian 
Organic Regime (COR) in 2008. The 
certification covers both their grapes 
and wine, and they are now certified 
organic by Ecocert.

“Sustainability challenges us to 
evaluate how we’re farming and what 
winemaking processes could be 
improved upon in order to benefit the 
environment, our business and our 
community,” says winemaker Casey 
Hogan. “For me, this involves every-
thing from packaging considerations 
that affect our carbon footprint to  
training programs that foster a happy, 
healthy and safe workplace… and 
everything in between.” 

Featherstone Estate Winery 
Featherstone pioneered the use of 
sheep in the vineyard in Niagara. The 
sheep spend 4-6 weeks trimming 
grape leaves from the fruiting zone on 
the vines and are relocated once the 
grapes start to ripen.

“As leaders in social responsibility, we 
feel an obligation to cultivate positive 
relationships not only at the winery, but 
within the region. With this in mind, on 
April 5, Featherstone’s owners, George 
and Rayla Myhal, will be announcing an 
exciting new initiative with Niagara 
College,” says Louise Engel, Feather-
stone co-founder.
